Junior Audition (ages 9 - 12 at the time of auditions)

TAP / JAZZ / LYRICAL/ HIP HOP
Saturday, April 30th 2011

Cost $20.00 audition fee (non –refundable)
Junior Competition Team will have the option to pick three out of four routines this year (Jazz, Tap, Lyrical, Hip Hop)  They will also have the option to audition for a Contemporary Small routine choreographed by Cheryl Copeland and a Small Hip Hop routine (choreographed by Trevor Takemoto), Duos, Trios and Solos.
Four weekly Summer Classes are REQUIRED for Juniors.  The classes are listed below:
60 minute Junior Summer Class (Mondays @ 7pm)
One Hour - Jazz Class (Wed. 5pm) 
One Hour – Tap Class (Thursday 7pm) 
One Hour – Ballet class (MANDATORY for ALL dancers) 
One Hour – Lyrical (If your dancer is on the lyrical team - class varies based on level)

One Hour – Hip Hop (Fridays @4pm)  (If your dancer is on the production company hip hop team)
Small team Contemporary dancers are required to take one additional ballet class, as well as at least one hour of lyrical weekly.  
FOUR Fall Classes are REQUIRED – Fall Schedule will be posted on August 1st, 2011.
One Hour – Jazz 
One Hour – Tap 
60 minute Juniors Class
One Hour - ballet (MANDATORY for all dancers) 
One Hour – Lyrical (If your dancer is on the lyrical team - class varies based on level)

One Hour – Hip Hop (If your dancer is on the production company hip hop team)
Small team Contemporary dancers are required to take one additional ballet class, as well as at least one hour of lyrical weekly.   
Ballet Leveling

Entering students need to take a placement class to determine their Ballet level.  Each spring levels will be re-evaluated, though students who show significant change in level may be moved up or down at any time throughout the year determined by the Ballet Teacher.  In addition to the required ballet classes at Elite, students may take additional ballet classes at another studio that has been approved by the director so long as it does not conflict with any other class requirement. If your dancer is on Pointe they are required to take an additional lower level ballet class in Pointe shoes weekly. 

Costs 

· $350.00 Production Company participation fee - $250 is the participation fee and $100 will go towards your last costume payment. This fee will be due NO LATER than June 17th, 2011.  If this payment is not received, your dancer will not be permitted to participate. 
· $90-$120 Costume fee per routine (not including tights and shoes)

· $100.00 Team Sweats (This fee only applies if you do not already own team sweats).

· $200.00 Travel (This is an estimate of travel for conventions and competitions).

· $$ Monthly Tuition

· $$ Props (In some routines props are used, this will be an additional cost).

· $$ BLING (Elite LOVES to sparkle.  Please plan on having an additional $20 - $40 for bling on shoes, etc.)

· $$ Competition Fees (These fees will vary for each competition, but normally range from $30- $50 per dancer per routine.)                                                                                                                                                                                               *All Competition fee payments will be due FIVE weeks prior to event. 

· $70.00 - $250 choreography fee (based on if we have an outside choreographer).
· * In addition to your monthly tuition, we will be collecting a $10 monthly production company fee and a $20 fee for small team dancers 
· A $10.00 Production Company fee will be added to all competition invoices and a $20.00 Production Company fee will be added the convention invoices.  

Choreography Fee 

Choreographer fees will vary based on the choreographer and the number of dancers in each routine.  These fees are due one week prior to the start of choreography when we have an outside choreographer.  Many of our choreographers are from out of state so the choreography fee will also reflect their travel fee.  
Rehearsal Dates 

The two weekends prior to each competition we will have additional rehearsals.  Please keep these days available.  We will set times at a later date.  Small team dancers should be prepared to rehearse most Sundays throughout the year as they do not have a weekly class. 
MASTER CLASSES 

We will make an effort to schedule all Master classes for Friday and Sunday evenings.  Our master class teachers have extremely hectic schedules; however I will try to set these dates at least a few weeks in advance.  All Master classes are mandatory and will be billed across the board regardless of their attendance. 

PARENT PARTICIPATION in Fundraisers  

Full parent participation is required in the yearly Showcase and Fireworks fundraisers hosted by Elk Grove Youth Dance, Inc.  Failure to participate will jeopardize your dancer’s position on the team and will forfeit monetary benefits from our fundraisers. Each parent must work at least two (2 hour) shifts at the Fireworks booth this year. One parent representative MUST work one shift on July 2nd, 3rd or 4th.

Savory Showcase (Feb or March)
Fireworks booth (June 29th – July 4th)
Costume / Competition Entry Payments 

A payment schedule will be passed out at the beginning of fall.

Convention/ Competition Dates
Elite will compete at 3 mandatory conventions this season; Co Dance (November 4th – 6th, 2011), New York City Dance Alliance (Normally the first or second weekend in March) and a third convention TBD. 
*If your dancer is unable to participate in a competition due to a scheduling conflict they will be lined OUT of the routine and no refunds will be given.  It is much too difficult to re-line a routine with this age group in a short amount of time and it isn't fair to the other dancers on the team. 

Convention Date – Co Dance (Sacramento) will be a two day mandatory convention for all Junior dancers.
Co Dance - This convention is normally held in November.   
Small Team Dancers – NYCDA convention is also required. 
PAYMENT PLAN 

Please note there are multiple payments due in the months of September - January and we strongly suggest you make additional payments with your monthly tuition beginning in June 2011 to offset future costs.  No late payments will be accepted this year.  Failure to make payments on time will result in your dancer not being able to participate in competitions and conventions.  
ATTENDANCE POLICY  

Excused absences– An excused absence is one that has been approved by the director prior to the rehearsal/class.  Each dancer is allowed two absences with no makeup necessary.  However, upon missing any rehearsals/classes, it is up to the dancer to find out what he/she missed.  
Unexcused absences – An unexcused absence is when the director has not received any prior notice that he/she will not be attending a rehearsal.  
All unexcused absences MUST be made up within two weeks of the missed rehearsal/class.  Even if the time is made up, your dancer will be automatically put on probation and possibly removal from that routine. Miss Heather or myself must be contacted and scheduled to make up the time.  The cost will be $45/hr. Failure to adhere to this attendance policy may result in probation or removal from the team.  Should a dancer request more than two excused absences, it MUST be discussed with the director. 

An excused or unexcused absence the week prior to a performance or competition may automatically result in removal from the upcoming performance and /or the routine(s) entirely. 

DANCERS BEHAVIOR

All competitive dancers are expected to behave in a polite and respectful way towards teachers and fellow dancers.  If any teacher feels there has been inappropriate behavior, one warning will be given to dancer and parent.  If it happens a second time, your dancer is subject to suspension and/or removal from the team. 

If for any reason your dancer is removed from a team(s), you will NOT receive a refund for any costs up to date.

Reproduction of images of any kind albeit digital (displaying on Facebook or Myspace) or print without express permission of Capture Zmuda Photography is strictly prohibited and is subject to fines and potential refusal of future services.  Obtaining reproduction rights to a photograph can be done by contacting Capture Zmuda Photography and paying a reproduction fee that begins at $300.
